The Natural History Museum was established in 1802. It is the oldest museum of Estonia which includes scientific
collections from various fields such as botany, geology, mycology and zoology. One of the priorities of the museum is to
participate in the co-operation network for developing the national biodiversity database in order to create an integrated
hortal (elurikkus.ut.ee) which links the museum’s collections to field studies and promotes Citizen Science. The museum
also develops DNA-based fungal keys for microbial ecology (unite. ut.ee) and associated analytical tools. The museum’s key
facilities including its scientific collections and exhibitions are under renovation until 2014..
